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The main purpose of the seminar is to provide the students with theoretical and methodological
tools in order to handle written primary sources used for the study of early and modern African
history. (15th century until the present) The Seminar will focus on written western descriptions
of Africa and Africans. These sources include: travelers' descriptions, missionary writing,

administrative sources, archeological, ethnological, ethnographic sources and journalism.
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
