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African literature can provide us with a unique window into African societies in the post-
colonial era .Through a reading of novels, we will gain new understandings of historical,
political and cultural events that have shaped the continent since independence .We will read
novels together, and discuss themes such as nation-building, urbanisation, feminism and
political conflict. In approaching each text, we will try to answer the following questions:
What meanings can be assigned to each character or event in the text? Whose stories are
being represented in the text, and whose stories are not? Whose interests are being served by
the text? What worldview is being put forth?
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
